The new Combitrac system installed 
at the Alexandra Hospital delivery 
suite helps mothers adopt comfort-
able positions while giving birth.      
It uses a sling to support the woman's 
weight and a stable birthing ball to 
help her position herself so the baby 
can be born more easily.                
Alison Talbot, matron for midwifery 
at the Alex said the system will help 
produce safer deliveries, with mini-
mal medical intervention or compli-
cations.                                         
Combitrac also has a special seat for 
the dad-to-be so that he can be on 
hand. Research shows a natural birth 
is less traumatic for both mum and 
child and also helps mums leave hos-
pital sooner. Pat Hadley, chair of the 
League of Friends, was invited to the 
launch of the Serenity Suite.          
Alison Talbot said, “Once again the 
League has been very generous in its 
support for maternity services at the 
Alex. The midwives are delighted 
with the new equipment which they 
believe many mums will appreciate.”
